Proposed changes to Largo Communities Together SCIO Constitution to be voted on by Ordinary Members at the AGM on 24th November 2025, at The Simpson Institute, Upper Largo, at 6:30pm
Clauses that will change with adoption of the New Constitution (November 2025)
· New layout/definitions: front-loaded definitions and reorganised structure.
· Clauses 4–5 – Community and sustainable development: our community remains the Largo Area Community Council area; the constitution now clearly states our main purpose is consistent with furthering sustainable development.
· Clause 6 – Powers: same intent with streamlined wording; the Right to Buy under the Land Reform Act Parts 2, 3A and 5 is retained.
· Clause 8.3 – Membership minimum required for business: if membership falls below 10, or if fewer than three-quarters of members are Ordinary Members, it is more clearly stated that no business may be done other than admitting members until a minimum membership of 10 is restored.
· Clauses 14–16 – Member re-registration: the Board can run periodic confirmation checks with members; non-response by members after 28 days can lead to removal of the member from the register.
· Clause 34 - allows members to take part in meetings remotely upon agreement and they are counted as “present” if they can all hear/understand each other.
· Clauses 36.3.3–36.3.5 – Proxies: standard proxy form (Schedule 1); 48-hour lodging rule; each proxy appointment is valid for up to 12 months (previously, the Board set the form and there was no explicit time limit).
· Clauses 37–38 – Written resolutions: ordinary written resolutions pass by a simple majority of all Ordinary Members; special written resolutions must be unanimous for name/purposes/constitution/amalgamation/transfer, and two-thirds of all Ordinary Members for winding-up (previously, written resolutions were effectively unanimous).
· Clauses 43-44 – Minimum number of Charity Trustees of three and maximum number of Charity Trustees of thirteen. The Board shall comprise up to thirteen Individuals elected as Charity Trustees by the Ordinary Members including up to three Individuals co-opted as Trustees to ensure a spread of skills and experience within the Board.
· Clause 46.4 Re-election and Term Limits A retiring Elected Charity Trustee shall be eligible for re-election. Normally, no Charity Trustee may serve more than two consecutive terms of office (a maximum of six years) without at least one year out of office before being eligible again. However, if no other eligible individual is nominated by the Ordinary Members under Clause 46.6, this limit shall not apply for that election year, and the existing Charity Trustee(s) may be renominated for one further term of office.
· Clause 63 – Chair and Vice-Chair: must be Ordinary Members (i.e. live within the defined community) as well as being elected trustees.
· Clauses 97.2–97.4 – Alterations: OSCR consent/notification set out; duty to notify Scottish Ministers of any alterations.
· Clauses 98–100 – Wind-up: clearer dissolution process – notification to Scottish Ministers during wind-up and asset-lock steps clarification.
